Our holidays were 
filled with the laughter of our two beautiful children and surrounded by wonderful friends and family. We are 
fortunate people! 
 
As you know, our family moved into the City of San Diego four years ago. We moved here with a simple 
purpose: to nurture grassroots expressions of the Kingdom of God in urban San Diego. Four years later, what 
has that looked like? 
 

• We lead a church that meets in our home. Currently, we are busting at the seams! Every week brings 
new faces, new stories. 
 

• We have hosted and coordinated numerous workshops and teach-ins that have encouraged and 
motivated local Christians to live out the Kingdom here in San Diego. For example, Dr. Ulrich Duchrow 
from Germany spoke at our house on the prophetic role of Christians in the face of globalization’s 
growing inequities. 
 

• We have partnered with churches and individuals to provide basic resources to refugees and immigrants. 
This involvement has only intensified through our involvement with donation collection and distribution 
during the recent firestorm in our county. 

 
Until now, we have done this while working jobs outside of the Collective. Brooke and I both have worked for 
wonderful companies over these last few years but our work has been separated from what we feel called to. We 
feel it is time to focus our efforts. With the encouragement of our faith community, we plan to leave our current 
jobs as soon as is feasible in order to commit more of our energy to ministry. 
 
Over the next two years, we hope to expand the following projects: 
 

• The Upper Room: The loft above our home will soon house an annual internship program for young 
adults. Interns will gather with our faith community, volunteer with a local community agency, work in 
our community garden and meet with Brooke and I for direct mentoring. 
 

• Sustainability: Many San Diegans lead fast-paced lives which are often unhealthy, debt-ridden and 
isolated. We will focus on working with churches, community organizations and individuals in 
promoting economic, dietary and spiritual sustainability in the city.  
 

• Welcoming the Stranger: San Diego has seen a sharp increase in hate crimes this last year. At the center 
of this concern have often been immigrants. Political opinions aside, we are convinced that as Christians 
we must treat all humans with dignity and love. We will continue to advocate for justice and fairness, 
standing as peacemakers to all. 
 

• Branching Out: Our model for starting faith communities has proven to be economically sustainable and 
easily adaptable. We plan to assist others in starting more “faith collectives” by providing training and 
mentoring. 
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In order for us to put our time and resources into the opportunities that are unfolding we need your assistance.
